Under the Church Representation Rules any persons are entitled to have their names entered on the roll if they—


(i)
are baptised and aged 16 or over;


(ii)
have signed a form of application for enrolment;



and either


(iii)
are members of the Church of England or of any Church in communion with the Church of England being resident in the parish or (not being resident in the parish) having habitually attended public worship in the parish during the six months prior to the application for enrolment;



or:

(iv)
are members in good standing of a Church (not in communion with the Church of England) which subscribes to the doctrine of the Holy Trinity declaring themselves also to be members of the Church of England and having habitually attended public worship in the parish during  the period of six months prior to enrolment.

Forms of application for enrolment can be obtained from the undersigned. In order to be entitled to attend the annual parochial church meeting and to take part in its proceedings, forms of application for enrolment must be returned by the earlier of the dates shown above.

Any error discovered in the roll should at once be reported to the undersigned.
